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“ If there is one thing we've learned over all these years of selling paint it's that everyone
has their own favourite tricks and methods to get the job done. The reality is though that there
are usually a few options and if you ask enough people you'll get a range of suggestions.

Homeowners often get caught in this trap — they ask a huge number of people and end up
with conflicting suggestions... it's not that any are wrong, simply that the people they asked
had different preferences. It's a handy thing to bear in mind when working with clients — make
sure you answer their questions and explain why you are making the recommendation you

are — that way when they compare your advice to someone else’s later, it's more likely that they
will believe in the information you have given them because they truly understand it... ,,

Then | sprayed them with
CRC, wiping off with a cloth the excess spray, especially for the older
fittings. They go back on looking new.
