previously varnished)
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Step one

Remove any dust and dirt
from the rocking chair
with a damp cloth and
allow to dry.

Step five

Stand the chair the right
way up and continue to
apply one coat of Resene
Smooth Surface sealer to
the back, arms and seat.
Allow two hours to dry.

In Australia:

Step two

Lightly sand the old
varnish of the rocking
chair to provide a ‘key’.

Step six

Use a medium artists’
brush to work Resene
Quarter Tea into any of
the smaller carved areas
on the back of the chair.

Leave two hours
to dry.
