Paint surfaces with primer
using your roller and/or brush.
Apply two thick coats to help
seal the rough-sawn fimber.

Using your choice of colours,
paint all surfaces with two
generous coats of Resene
Lustacryl semi-gloss.

paint will further seal rough areas.

Add detail by painting areas
such as the shelves and the

bench legs in contrasting colours.
