Ensure surface is free from oil,
grease, mould and any other contaminants that may affect the adhesion
or compatibility of the coating to be applied. Ensure any priming coats
are cured dry prior to application of Resene Armourcote 943.

e Coating performance is in general proportional to the degree of
surface preparation.

Application

e Stir thoroughly, mixing from the bottom of the pail towards the top.
e Apply by spray only.

e For airless spray, use a Graco 495 unit or similar, with a 13 thou tip,
pump pressure of 3000 psi and spray pressure of 110-135 psi.

* For air assisted spray, use a Graco unit or similar, a tip size of 1.5 setup
and spray pressure of 45-55 psi.

e For conventional spray, use a tip size of 1.4-1.8 set up and spray
pressure of 50-55 psi.

e Application techniques should be adjusted as necessary to achieve
the recommended dry film thickness. It is good practice to check this
process on a small sample prior taking on a large project.

e Good airflow across the surface of the painted product of
approximately 15km/hr is an important factor in drying and curing
times. It is good practice NOT to continue if relative humidity is above
75% and in particular if temperatures are below 10°C or below 3°C of
Dew Point.
