Mixing and thinning: Add Resene ProSelect Colour Concentrate to achieve desired colour strength.  Up 
to 10% Resene ProSelect Colour Concentrate is typical (do not add more than 20% by volume). Shake or 
stir well until colour is even.
IMPORTANT NOTE: Dilute with an equal volume of water immediately BEFORE application and mix 
thoroughly. 
Application: Suitable for application by various methods such as brush, wipe, rag and mop. Apply a 
thin even coat and for best results work into the timber following the grain. Remove any excess before it 
dries. Drying time is dependent upon application conditions and porosity of the timber. Do not flood the 
timber surface.
Mix regularly while applying to ensure a uniform colour is maintained. Thinned 
product must be used the same day it is mixed.
Clean up: Water.
