Remember that paint always dries darker, so if
the testpot colour looks wrong, wait until it has dried to see the
true colour.

Once you have
used a testpot to paint an area, check it at different times of the
day to see what it looks like under different lighting — you may
like it during the day in bright natural light but not at night due
to the effect of artificial light.
